Please be aware that the Queensland government has issued a mandatory lockdown for 
the Greater Brisbane Region effective 6PM Friday 8th January to 6PM Monday 11th 
January.  The Greater Brisbane Region includes the Local Council areas of Brisbane, 
Moreton Bay, Ipswich, Redlands and Logan.  
Current Advice: 
 
People may leave their house only for these reasons: 
 Shopping for essentials, food and necessary supplies 
 Medical or healthcare needs, including compassionate requirements 
 Exercise with no more than one other person, unless all from the same household 
 Providing care or assistance to an immediate family member 
 Work, or volunteering, or study if it is not reasonably practicable to work or learn  

remotely 
 Child custody arrangements 
 Legal obligations 
 Visit for end of life 
 Attend funeral (20 guests maximum) or wedding (10 guests maximum) 
 Masks must be worn outside your residence, including in the work place 
 Anyone who has visited, and left, the Greater Brisbane region since the 2nd of  

January must isolate for three days 
 
Information for Parishes: 

 
 No public Masses are to be held during this time in the Greater Brisbane Region 
 Priests should celebrate a Mass pro popolo within their Parish however it is       

advised that this should happen without assistant ministers 
 Funerals will be restricted to 20 guests and weddings restricted to 10 guests, 

which includes the presider. 
 All attendees of funerals or weddings must wear a mask, including the presider 
 All livestream Masses in the Greater Brisbane area will cease during this time, with 

the exception of the webcast from the Cathedral of St Stephen.  Please consider 
notifying your parishioners through email or social media that the Cathedral Mass 
will be livestreamed on Saturday at 11:30AM, Sunday at 8AM and 10AM, and 
Monday at 8AM and can be found on www.brisbanecatholic.org.au 

 Parish offices will be closed from 6PM Friday 8th January through 6PM Monday

Father Sunny Mathew - Seventh Parish Priest of Aspley Parish  

Father Sunny Mathew CMI has now begun at Aspley, replacing Father John Panamthottam CMI who has         

returned to India for his new appointment. 

Father Sunny was born in Kerala, South India.  Kerala is a geographically small Indian state but is one of the 

most idyllic states of South India.  Blessed with natural beauty, Kerala lies to the extreme southwest of the Indian 

Peninsula and is flanked by the Arabian Sea on the west and the mountain ranges of the Western Ghat on the 

east. The state is divided into hills, valleys, midland plains and coastal belts. Rainfall is heavy, averaging around 

2950mm (114 inches) annually. The economy of Kerala is primarily agricultural. Some of the dry crops of Kerala 

are rubber, coconut, tea, coffee, cashew, pepper and cardamom. Kerala had become one of the most sought 

after tourist destinations in the country. There is a high literacy rate and an extensive medical service              

infrastructure.   The sports predominantly enjoyed in Karala are cricket, soccer, basketball and volleyball. 

After high school Father Sunny joined the Carmelites of Mary  Immaculate (CMI) religious order, completed his 

secular and ecclesiastical training and was ordained in 1991. Since Ordination Father Sunny has assisted in        

different parishes in Kerala, Jammu and Karnataka in both southern and northern India. In 1995 he enrolled at 

the Mahatma Gandhi University in Kottayam in Kerala to complete his post-graduation studies in social work.  

Father Sunny then worked in the field of education for 12 years as a teacher, manager and principal of Christ 

School at Nowshera, in the northern state of Jammu and Kashmir, and the Little Flower School at Begur in the 

southern state of Karnataka. Christ School Nowshera, of which Fr Sunny was foundation principal and  which 

now has more than 1600 students, is one of the most  famous schools in Jammu and Kashmir in the Himalayan 

Valley. He has also served as a Director of Jana Seva Charitable Trust and Director of Agriculture in Karnataka 

(coconut and mango farm). 

In 2006 Bishop Christopher Toohey, Bishop of Wilcannia-Forbes contacted the CMI order for priests and invited 

Father Sunny to work in his diocese in Australia. After a short time of orientation, Father Sunny was appointed to 

St Ignatius Parish Bourke (NSW). In 2008 Bishop Christopher appointed Father Sunny as the Administrator of 

Sacred Heart Cathedral Parish in Broken Hill (NSW). In March 2012, Father Sunny transferred to the             

Archdiocese of Brisbane and was appointed associate pastor of The Cathedral of St Stephen, Brisbane.       

Archbishop Mark Coleridge then appointed Father Sunny as the parish priest of Sacred Heart Parish Childers in 

September 2012.  Another long-serving priest of Our Lady and St Dympna’s, Fr Peter Luton, also came to us 

from Childers.
